Requirements for the work week
· The trip is for 40-45 students

· 3 teachers will accompany you

· A brochure about the trip, planned from day to day, is to be included
· You are going to present your trip with your group to your class

· The trip lasts 5 days

· The trip can cost € 150.- per student (teachers go for free)

· Concerning the food:

· 4 dinners of which one is a culinary regional dish.

· there is a maximum of 1 visit to a fast food restaurant

· this must also be included in the brochure.

· The youth hostel:

· Motivate your choice. Think about the price, area, etc.

· The day planning
· A day consists of 3 parts. Every part of the day contains an activity. Written below are the minimum aspects of what should be included:

· Organise 1 excursion to a cultural highlight. Make sure the participants can choose from 3 different highlights. In your brochure all 3 should be elaborated on, so the participants can make an educated choice.

· Organise 1 excursion to a touristic highlight. Make sure the participants can choose from 3 different highlights. In your brochure all 3 should be elaborated on so the participants can make an educated choice.

· For 1 evening a visit to a concert, musical or play must be organised.

· Organise 1 visit to a company that is of high value to the region. Elaborate in the brochure on why the participants should go there.

· Plan 1 part of a day for free time. Give tips in your brochure how the participants could spend that time. 

· Finally you are going to make a budget estimate of the whole trip (in Excel)

· Give an estimate of the travel expenses for the group and work out how much it is per person. (for example, a bus trip is €600,- for 40 participants, that would be €15,- per person)
· Make sure that the trip can be carried out within the price limit.
